Virtual Camp Safety Management 

Youth University has very strict policies pertaining to our online programs. Only registered camper will receive the MS 

Teams link. When campers enter the meeting, they will be in the “lobby” until the camp team allows them in. If you 

can please use the same email for registration as you use for logging into MS Teams so we know who is there.  

Each camper is encouraged to have their parent/guardian sign them in and say hi. Two camp staff will be in the 

meeting to monitor conversation, the chat and any breakout rooms. 

We may record the get togethers for internal training and feedback purposes but these recordings will not used for any 

marketing or promotions. We will take screen shots and these may used for marketing and to share on our social 

media.  

Cancellation Policy  

We recognize that life is full of surprises, but we also have obligations to our staff and suppliers. Camp fees can be 

refunded in full up until July 2, 2021.
